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Pursue Excellence in the Relay

Lutheran Theological Seminary (LTS) is about to
enterits twelfth decade. As the new president who
has just finished his first year of service, | would like
to express heartfelt thanks to God for His providence
and guidance shown to the seminary during the past
110 years and to our predecessors who had served
and contributed to LTS. | should also pray for God's
continued grace in granting wisdom, developing
capabilities, and the growth of a heart of unity in our
new team of colleagues so that we can do well in
continuing the relay race in the coming new decade.

With a fresh team and a new beginning, we have
been asked occasionally about any new plans and
development. This is difficult to answer since we
hadn't planned to create a brand-new ministry.
Instead, following the steps of our predecessors and
based on the foundation they had already built, we
are striving to enhance our present ministries. We are
pursuing that excellence to be a Lutheran seminary
in a Chinese context, and to be a regional institution
serving the needs of the churches and societies in
this era and in this part of the world.

One "work for enhancement " concerns community
building and life nurturing. The mission statement
of LTS is, "Grounded in the Bible and true to our
mandate, we equip leaders to bear witnesses
for Christ" In doing so, as well as solid training in
theological reflection and ministerial skills, we have to
pay attention to how our students live out their lives.
Therefore, we are concerned about their community
life in the Seminary. We even go if necessary against
the trend of emphasizing online teaching. While some
seminaries have started to offer pure online pastoral
training programs, we require our own pastoral
training students to be full-time students.
Students who can live on campus also
need to live in the dormitory.

Of course, participating in community
life may not necessarily lead to life
enrichment. Hence, we have a goal

that students here should have a more positive
experience of how a Christian community works.
We are not aiming at building up a utopia. Instead,
even though we may not be a perfect community,
we would like to live out a God-centered koinonia
(fellowship) with mission, commitment, and love. We
want all here to have the opportunities to observe
and feel how to be leaders in this kind of community.
"We love because He first loved us." (1 John 4:19). We
firmly believe that such positive experiences will not
only bring about life transformation for the students,
but will also give them direction and strength on how
to build church fellowship after leaving this small hill.

It is true that building up a beautiful fellowship life
and letting students have role models could often
be more challenging than optimizing curriculum
design, teaching equipment, and so forth. But, this
is a "work of enhancement" worthy of our effort. If
we can't live out what we say, the slogan "Hold Fast
to His Word - Live up to The Calling" or other similar
catch phrases are only empty words. Today's church
needs the capacity to bear witness to Christ. If we
don't strive as a seminary to live out such a witness,
how could we nurture leaders for them?

By the grace of God, | hope that when people
mention LTS during the time of celebrating

the 120" anniversary, they will not
only think of the teachings of LTS,
but also the koinonia developed

and practiced here and for which

thanks should be given to the Lord.

The New Testament records that Jesus often quoted
from the Psalms to demonstrate that the path
of salvation, whether in times of glory or in pouring
rain, is within God's will. These Psalms are loved by
the Church and reveal how God redeems the world
in Christ. | am happy to share a few verses from these
Psalms on this joyful occasion, under the title "l dare
not disobey the Lord’s command."

1. This is the day the Lord has made
"This is the day the Lord has made; let us rejoice and
be glad init." (Psalms 118:24)

Psalms 118 is a song of victory, possibly even used
in ancient times during the anointing of kings and
high priests. Verses 22 and 26 are quoted in the New
Testament to testify to God's marvellous salvation
and His everlasting love. The stone that the builders
rejected has become the cornerstone (Psalms
118:22), how marvellous! This is clear evidence that
God has exalted the Lord, whom people rejected,
to the highest position (Matthew 21:42; Mark 12:10;
Luke 20:17; Acts 4:11; 1 Peter 2:7; cf. Philippians 2:6-
11). The redemptive work of Christ, the 110-year
journey of The Lutheran Theological Seminary, and
the circumstances of our lives, whether crooked or
straight, since they are all the days that the Lord has
made, let us be grateful, joyful, and glad, for who can
fathom the wisdom and judgments of God?

Psalms 110 must have been a psalm that Jesus was
very familiar with, loved, and frequently recited.
He used David's words (Psalms 110:1) to refute the
arguments of the Jewish leaders in the temple,
silencing them and winning the approval of the
people who enjoyed listening to him (Mark 12:35-37,
Matthew 22:41-46; Luke 20:41-44).

For the author of the book of Hebrews, Psalms 110:4
is the proof that Jesus is a high priest in the order of
Melchizedek, surpassing all earthly priests (Hebrews
7:14-17). Moreover, Jesus being willingly crucified is
an eternal atoning sacrifice (Hebrews 9:11-12). From
this perspective, that God loved us, that He gave us
His only begotten Son, and that Christ was crucified
for our redemption, is not only the mystery of
salvation but also the most beautiful offering. In the
celebration of the Lutheran Theological Seminary’s
110th anniversary, the words of Psalms 110 can teach
us to uphold the way of the Lord and fulfil our calling,
offering the best to the Lord.

I\/\y teaching career at LTS did not start in Hong
Kong, but in Europe. And this experience was
weird. Because the work permit for Hong Kong had
been delayed, | could not go to LTS on the scheduled
date. | had to teach my first lessons via Zoom from
Germany.

The internet connection in my apartment proved to
be too weak. Mission OneWorld suggested that | use
theirrooms. So, every Tuesday and Thursday, | trudged
through the German snow from my apartment to
Mission OneWorld's conference centre. But this was
early 2021, in times of pandemic. All events were
cancelled, contact restrictions were in effect. And so, |
was alone in the big building.

| had been given a key and unlocked the large front
door. Normally, the conference centre was bustling
with activity: Church groups held retreats, prospective
pastors were taught courses, guests from Africa, Asia
or Latin America met with Mission OneWorld staff.
But now there was dead silence. No one was to be
seen. Everything was dark. | walked through the
huge building with its three floors plus basement,
its 40 rooms for overnight stays, its dining hall for 120
people, its offices for staff, lounge, chapel. Everything
was empty, no one was there, | was alone.

| turned on the lights and made myself some tea
in the small galley kitchen. Then | chose one of the
eight empty conference rooms. There | unpacked
my laptop. And a short time later, the LTS students
appeared on my screen and my teaching started.

Two hours later, | repacked my laptop, rinsed my
teacup, and turned off the lights. | left the large, empty
building, locked the door behind me and returned to
my apartment.

For about two months, this was my routine of
teaching at LTS.

| sometimes think of this beginning of my teaching
career at LTS - and then | am grateful for the situation
today: being together in the classroom with the
students, in person, without wearing masks. | am
glad to hear their voices and to see their faces. When |
look into their eyes, then | can see whether they have
understood me or not, and whether my teaching
currently interests them or bores them.

As | write this short article, | am enjoying my
summer holiday in Finland. The weather this
summer has been quite “normal”; some warm days
with plenty of sunshine, then rainy days, and sunny
again. Here we have not had extreme heatwaves
like countries in southern Europe and some parts of
Northern America and Asia. This news is worrisome
and is clear evidence of climate change, which already
affects the lives of millions of people across the globe.

“Navigate by Faith” is the motto of LTS for this new
academic year. What kind of life does our faith directs
us as we are facing a worsening threat of climate
change and the loss of biodiversity, among other
threats? What is happening to our common home,
the planet Earth? The climate change crisis and the
loss of biodiversity are not only scientific, economic,
and political questions, but they can, and should, also
be addressed from a spiritual perspective.

One recent example of this spiritual perspective
is provided in the encyclical letter Laudato Si of
Pope Francis (2015). It discusses and addresses the
ecological crises currently occurring in our world.
The pope challenges us to pay more attention to
the care of the Planet Earth, the common home not
only for human beings, but for all creatures of the
Earth. Creation is a great gift of God, in which every
creature has its own value and significance (No. 76).
God has entrusted this fragile world to our care, to
“till and keep” the creation (Gen. 2:15), but we have
unfortunately tilled more than kept the creation.
“The harmony between the Creator, humanity and
Creation as a whole was disrupted by our presuming
to take the place of God and refusing to acknowledge
our creaturely limitations” (No. 66).

Navigating in this world by faith calls us to continuous
conversion and a life which opposes extreme
consumerism in which people are unable to resist
what the market places before them. Christian
spirituality calls for a mindset in which “less is more,” in
which one understands that often the most precious
things in life are free and can be shared and enjoyed
with others.

I am well aware that many LTS students come from
countries where the majority of the people are poor,
and the leadership is in the hands of undemocratic
rulers. There are people who do not have the liberty
to enjoy the fruits of consumerism and economic
growth. Many struggle to make ends meet. What kind
of “faith navigation” is expected of us when we think
about these countries and our Christian friends there?

Another Francis, Francis of Assisi (1181-1226), provides
a good example here. He was concerned for God's
creation and for the poor and outcast. He lived in
simplicity and in harmony with God, with others and
with nature. His example shows us how inseparable
the bond is between concern for nature, justice for
the poor, commitment to society, and interior peace
(Cf. Pope Francis’ Laudato Si; No.10).

A clarion call for all of us—students of theology,
teachers, Christians, and Christian leaders—who, with
all our fellow human beings, are currently facing ever-
worsening global crises, is to converttoamore integral
ecological thinking and lifestyle which understands
that everything on the Earth is closely interrelated. A
major root cause of ecological crises is human greed,
which was condemned by Jesus as deviating from
the will of God. Therefore, we must “navigate by faith”
towards a harmonious life with all creation, according
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to the original will of God. God has given us a glorious help us to rescue the abandoned and forgotten of
task of being stewards in God'’s creation, and as God’s this earth,
“co-creators” and agents in producing beautiful fruits SO precious in your eyes.

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Early Memories of Life at LTS

he Fall of 1993 marked a new era. It was the first

semester for LTS to hold classes at our beautiful
new campus on Tao Fong Shan, and it was the
beginning of my 21 years of teaching there. What a
privilege it was to join that dynamic community of
learners, both students and teachers | have so many
happy memories of people and events from all my
years there.

Ming Chieh Chapel is the focal point for many
memories, from the weddings to the lectures, to
the daily chapel services with translation available
into Mandarin, Cantonese, or English as needed.
It was in Ming Chieh Chapel that my Th.D. degree
was conferred upon me by Dr. Paul Martinson, a
professor at Luther Seminary in Minnesota,

where | had done my doctoral studies.

One vivid memory from the Fall
Semester of 1993 was when our
faculty computers took a brief
vacation! Some people broke

into our offices one weekend and

stole all our desktop computers!
Thankfully, the police recovered them
and a few days later we all went in the LTS
school bus to Kowloon, very happy to recover
them and put them back into use.

Dr. Andrew Hsiao, who had just retired from his long
career as President of LTS, was new to computers at
that time. He asked if | knew a good English alphabet-
based system for typing in Chinese, so | told him
about a software that used pinyin and he began using
that. Not long after he started using that system, he
came to me with a problem. All his characters only
stacked up vertically on the screen and he did not
know why. After a brief investigation we found that
he had accidentally set the margins to the width of
one character, and Dr. Hsiao was very happy when we
reset the margins to a normal page width.

The views from my office window, the tutorial
sessions with various students, the many meetings
of different kinds, the doctoral oral examinations, the
student and faculty retreats on Cheung Chau, and
the faculty trips, all fill me with pleasant memories

and deep gratitude. | am so glad to have been able
to share those experiences with so many colleagues
and students, as well as the dedicated staff.

Memories of being in class with such interesting,
stimulating students also fill me with joy. Class
discussions about the Bible, about life, about
understanding and interpretation were always
interesting and fun, illustrating the value of
theological education for the church everywhere.
It was wonderful to see how students from such
different backgrounds interacted with each other,
learned from each other, and grew in their faith and
understanding from their experiences together in
and out of classes. The diversity of the student
body at LTS has always been one of its
defining strengths, and something of

which to be very proud.

Teaching New Testament Greek
was always something of a
challenge because many students
found it extremely difficult, and |
am sure some could not see why
they had to study it at alll But it was
exciting as a teacher to see quite a few
students’ eyes light up when they understood
something and felt like they “got” it! Seeing students
learn and appreciate what they are learning is truly
inspiring to any teacher.

Now LTS is celebrating its 110th anniversary. What
a milestone that is!

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Two views of To Fung Shan

he famous Japanese painter Hokusai produced

“thirty-six views of Mount Fuji” from different
perspectives and in various seasons. After my visit of
LTS this September, | felt this metaphor could work
with To Fung Shan, too. When | lived in Hong Kong, |
used to walk up To Fung Shan Road almost every day.
There are at least three views of To Fung Shan with
LTS on it. To use a saying of Jesus, one could g
say: “The seminary on the hill cannot be
hidden.” But actually walking up the
hill, you cannot see it. It reminds me
of a Chinese poem my colleague /S8
Shermain gave me once, saying
something like: “On mount TFS,
you don't see that you are there.”

Since there had been the faculty
and students’ retreat on Cheung
Chau in the first week after my
arrival, | had not had the chance
to meet anybody when typhoon
Saola hit Hong Kong and thwarted
my plans. On Saturday, however, the
day after the typhoon, | had nothing
to do. Sitting around in the hotel was
nothing | wanted to do in this precious
time. So, | decided to walk up to LTS. It
was still raining a lot, and | had to wear flip-
flops and use an umbrella. On the path from Shatin
Station (where the shuttle bus used to make a stop)
there were many branches lying in the way. While |
climbed over them, | remembered the typhoon in
2018, Mangkhut. Right after it, students had started
to clean up. This time, nobody was there: | could only
see some cars of faculty members that let me know
that they somehow had come up to prepare the first
week of the semester. When | reached the 121 steps
(which [ still don't know how to count correctly) |
realized: my arrival was timed poorly. All | could do
was to look at the empty buildings.

At my second attempt to come to LTS, it was a sunny
day. People were already lining up at the bus stop
in front of Tai Wai MTR station, and since | met chief
librarian Tung, it was everything but a lonely ride. The
roads had been cleaned already. This time, it was a
completely different picture: So many people were
gathered in the lecture hall to listen to Dr. Chow. |
could not recall when | had seen that room so full.
When | visited the morning devotion, | thought there
were even more students than at the time | left LTS
three years ago!

Michelle playing the piano wonderfully
was the only constant next to the chapel
and the figure of Christ who seemed
to look a little more friendly than
usual. Listening to Dr. Friedemann
whom | know from Germany, |
began to realize: The international
colleagues of the faculty were
new. They had all come after
my departure. In a certain way,
| had become one of the last
generation of the international
faculty that experienced the
time in Hongkong before the
pandemic. All the more, | was really
touched when the new President
Dr. Kenneth Tsang announced my

home." Yes, this is To Fung Shan for me:
A place where | can come back — also in
the future! To find myself in a story with many
chapters and still open to more.

Congratulations to LTS on 110 years of service
to God! | give thanks for you and for your
commitment to your mission. May God grant you
many more years of study, witness, and service.

From 2019 to 2021, | was an English Lecturer at LTS,
sponsored by the ELCA. My two years were unique
in the history of Hong Kong! The city changed
dramatically during this short period, and | am
fortunate to have experienced all of it, even if it was
not always easy!

| arrived in August of 2019, amid growing protests
across the city. Even before | left the US, | read about
protests at the Shatin MTR station, which seemed
uncomfortably close to LTS. My church assured me
thatall would be fine, but no one could have predicted
the intensity and duration of those protests.

Even though | soon became familiar with the MTR and
successfully found my way (most of the time), one of
my biggest fears was that a protest would cause the
trains to stop while | was away from To Fung Shan and
| would be stranded. Thanks to great advice from the
faculty and staff who always knew much more about
daily changes in the situation, | was never stranded,
and | only encountered a couple protests in Shatin. |
knew how to walk home from therel!

In five months, the protests came to a complete halt.
COVID-19 arrived and, as we learned more about it,
the city gradually ground to a halt. Masks were scarce,
and we did not know fully how dangerous the virus
would be. LTS responded quickly! Each week | got my
allotment of masks, we washed our hands, checked
our temperatures frequently, avoided large groups,
and stayed quite safe.

But it was not an easy time for the seminary. We had
to adjust to teaching and learning online and almost
every scheduled activity had to be modified or
canceled to keep us safe. | am so thankful to LTS for its
great care for all of us during this difficult time.

In fact, after a few months of COVID, my church began
calling the missionaries home from around the world.
| was to leave Hong Kong unless | could provide a
valid reason for staying. | had a very valid reason: | was
much safer in Hong Kong! The infection and death

rates were much higher in the US. LTS was still the
best place for me, and my church allowed me to stay.

Near the end of my stay at LTS, as COVID restrictions
eased slightly, more changes in laws affected all
schools in Hong Kong. There was more uncertainty
and the atmosphere seemed quite different to me
when | left for home in the summer of 2021. What a
time I had chosen! Despite all the challenges, | would
do it again. | think we drew closer as a community
during those difficult days, and | feel blessed to have
been with you!

| enjoyed all my students at LTS, but | developed a
special relationship with the international students.
We had something in common: we were away from
home and in a new culture that we did not always
understand. | admire their commitment to leave their
families behind to study and grow at LTS. They came
for theological training, but for some of them, English
was their most immediate need, and it was very
rewarding to help them gain confidence and begin to
approach their religious studies. | still communicate
with several graduates in Myanmar, and that has also
been quite rewarding for me.

Thank you all so very much for welcoming me into
the LTS community, for helping me find my way and
keeping me safe, and for teaching me so much about
culture, theology, and hospitality. Yes, Hong Kong
changed during those two years, but so did |, and for
that | am most grateful. May God richly bless you as
you continue to preach the Gospel and welcome the
stranger!
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- this is God's calling to
Moses at Mount Sinai after the liberation out of
Egypt (Exodus 25:8). Jewish tradition has particularly
noticed that it does not say that God will dwell in
the sanctuary but “among them,” that is, among the
people. The wilderness sanctuary — the tabernacle —
was later replaced by the temple in Jerusalem, and
both the first and the second temple were eventually
destroyed. This is probably the reason why it became
so important to the Jewish people that the dwelling
of God was not dependent on the sanctuary itself but
on His faithful promises never to break His covenant
with His people and abandon them.

To trust in God's unfailing faithfulness in this insecure
world is indeed expressed in the important theme of
this Bulletin: “Hold fast to His Word — Live up to the
calling.” | believe that this has also been the prime
guideline for LTS ever since it was called to serve God
and His people in various places and conditions 110
years ago.

Where does God dwell, and how is it possible to live
up to His calling? The shortest and most accurate
answer is that He dwells in His Word, calls us through
His Word, and helps us to follow

His calling through His Word.

The Holy of Holies in the

content — the tablets of the
covenant, the Torah,
which would eventually
grow to our Holy Bible.

In Jewish tradition the
Torah has been called
a portable sanctuary,
and even a portable
homeland, because
that is where God
dwells, however
far we are from our
home here on earth.
Buildings can be
razed, books can be

burned, but the Word of our God will stand forever.
Wherever it is read, studied, taught, preached, and
received, it is lifegiving: “It is a tree of life to those
who embrace her; those who lay hold of her will be
blessed” (Proverbs 3:18), and as Jesus assures us, “The
words that | have spoken to you are spirit and life”
(John 6:63). Indeed, He assures that He is our tree of
life, the true vine in whom we should abide in order
to bear fruit (John 15). He is the Word that became
flesh and dwelt among us.

There is a Hebrew word that has a double meaning:
Shekhinah. It is actually derived from the name of
the Tabernacle: Mishkan. We can practically hear that
they are related even if we have not studied Hebrew.
What unites them is the verb for “dwell,” so Mishkan
simply means a “dwelling” — God's dwelling. The word
Shekhinah also means “dwelling,” but in Judaism it
has become a synonym to The Holy Spirit — God's
invisible but real presence. Hence, a famous text in
the rabbinic text called Mishnah, Pirge Avoth 3:3, says:
If two sit together and the words of the Torah are
between them, the Shekhinah rests between them,
as itis said, “Then those who revered the Lord spoke
with one another. The Lord took note and listened,
and a book of remembrance was written before him
of those who revered the Lord and thought on his
name” (Malachi 3:16).

| believe that the list with the names of all those
who sat together around God ~s Word and held
fast to it during the past 110 years of LTS is so long
that all their names are not remembered by us any
longer. However, in the book of remembrance before
God, each and every one of them are certainly
remembered as those who held fast to His Word
and through the power of the Holy Spirit lived up to
the calling. They became living stones in a building
where Jesus Christ is the cornerstone, “for where two
or three are gathered in my name, | am there among
them” (Matthew 18:20).

As we celebrate this Anniversary, | am full of joy and
gratitude to be a small part in the great calling given
to LTS. May the dwelling of the Lord continue to rest
among us, and may His presence be our guidance,
strength, encouragement and comfort day by day in
years to comel

ne of the appealing characteristics of the

Lutheran tradition is its love for music and
singing. For Martin Luther, music is “a gift of God and
not of man”. Musical notes carry the beauty of its Giver
in a way that words are unable to express, and thus
they glorify the Creator. Music “creates a joyful soul”,
and it “drives away the devil”. When Luther found
himself in trouble, he was delighted by the music of
singing birds. The wide range of whistles and trills
of the nightingale would drive him to sing, as it was
most cheerful against the sadness of the heart.

When early in the morning, | tread the 121 steps from
the lower dormitory up to the stone white cross, my
heart sings. Why? Because of the delighting choir of
birds. Somehow, the ‘Lutheran’ birds in Hong Kong
have developed a much richer musical repertoire
than the reformed’ ones in the Netherlands!

On Friday evening, April 21st,, my heart did not just
sing, it broke out in pure jubilation. The place was
the spacious Chinese Rhenish Church in Kowloon,
with its excellent acoustics. And the occasion was
the LTS Annual Sacred Music Worship and the
Commencement of the 110 Anniversary Celebration.
For months, students had practiced singing and
making music, carving out many hours in their full
schedules. The fruit of their labours and that of their
instructor was that 'heaven came down’ that night.

Clearly, Luther's legacy concerning music’s highly
important role is very much alive at the LTS! | had
already experienced this during the daily chapel
services, which | appreciate very much. The special
celebration in the Rhenish Church, however, was a
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primer for me. It was unforgettably vibrant, lively and
colourful — literally. While ‘Marching in the Name of
God’, the garments of both singers and ‘dancers’ —
students from various regions in Myanmar and Laos
- together formed a fascinating rainbow of colour!

Ifind the term ‘colourful’ — especially in a metaphorical
sense — also useful to describe the exchanges during
the elective intensive courses that | have taught. In
class, and also during the common meal times and
walks & talks, we encountered so much variety in
our cultural and church backgrounds, theological
interests and emphases, life experiences and personal
challenges, callings and personal gifts, and also food
and eating traditions — it is truly amazing. We were
reminded of John's vision in Revelation 7 concerning
the great multitude “from every nation, from all tribes
and peoples and languages, standing before the
throne and before the Lamb".

What makes the LTS very special, is that there are also
opportunities to honestly share 'real life’ experiences,
as the goal is to form a community in which koinonia
is cultivated. Koinonia, as the experience of deep
fellowship, togetherness, and communion that we as
Christians are called to have with one another, does
not just happen. It can only be built on self-sacrifice.
True love (agape) includes bearing the

suffering of loss and brokenness, that of
others and that of ourselves. When we
help each other to bear our various
crosses, it is as if we are hear a £
nightingale, who sits in darkness Q
and voices an entrancing melody
that moves and softens
our hearts - indeed,
that drives us to sing.
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The LTS story

New Testament lecturer of Pwo Kayin Theological Seminary in Myanmar

Based on the need for theological education for
my community and the Pwo Kayin Theological
Seminary, where | serve as a New Testament lecturer,
| chose the Lutheran Theological Seminary in Hong
Kong to continue my DTh program. By God's grace,
| was accepted. LTS's doctrinal basis and mission
statement was one primary reason for me to apply
to LTS. Before | arrived, my Mum encouraged me to
explore the new environment for my future ministry.
My group of five Myanmar students arrived in Hong
Kong on August 22, 2021, with a relief flight during the
height of the Covid-19 pandemic. It was significant
that LTS welcomed us as a family because we felt far
from home. It was a great pleasure and opportunity
to become a student in the LTS community, where
different racial, language, cultural, and denomination

groups gathered for the ministry and mission of God.
Academic and community life, spiritual growth, fun,
and practical insights were all designed to reflect the
importance of preparing students for God’s service in
their life. More than that, LTS was indeed a community
of people with different abilities dedicated to their
respective fields.

Living amongst different cultures was a wonderful
experience and a gift from God. As theological topics
were explored, discussed, and applied, it provided
interesting and sometimes challenging discussions.
The LTS campus was also good for students who
prefer to study quietly. The rural environment kept
me fresh, happy, and healthy.
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My academic journey at LTS was challenging at times;
however, overcoming my struggles was difficult. As
| proved to have had little past experience in critical
thinking and speaking in English, | had to struggle in
my study life. As a New Testament student, | had to
interact with my fellow New Testament students and
our professors. | am very thankful to my colloquium
group members and professors for their constructive
academic advice and input, enabling me to complete
my academic studies successfully. | especially had
the great opportunity to work with my advisor, Dr.
Solomon, forthree years. Heinspired me toachieve my
best. He was incredibly kind to me; he understood my
problems and supported me till the end. | developed
slowly throughout my study life at LTS. All insights
gained then are really beneficial to my teaching
ministry now. It was a great lesson on how educators
could ‘grow’ students. | spent most of my study time
in the library, discovering that most teachers had
published books. This challenges our theological
education in Myanmar because we rarely write and
publish. Apart from my studies, | occasionally visited
some churches and had fellowship with them. It was
interesting to learn how they ‘grow’ their churches in
their ministry.

One of the significant values of life at LTS was our
dormitory life. The students living in the community
could experience fellowship with other both local
and international students. Learning to live, study,
and serve with others in one place bears fruit as our
Christian life is lived out in the community. We studly,
worship, eat, and often take trips, go hiking, and play
sports together. A deep fellowship is developed
that is often built cross-culturally. | remember we
occasionally shared cultural food. | introduced two
Myanmar cuisines, Moke Hin Kar and Kyar San Check,
and Chinese students taught me how to make
dumplings. We enjoyed the Chinese Mid-Autumn
festival together. It was one of the fellowships we
established. We supported each other in daily life.
Serving one another as we study and learn is part of
our holistic approach to training for Christian ministry.
As a Baptist, | have learned some Lutheran traditions
and seen an ecumenical spirit at work while studying
at LTS. This has been an advantage for my ecumenical
work in my present ministry.

HiliZER3C « LTS COMMUNITY’S SHARING

| found that the seminary had good fellowship with
other churches. It reminded me that seminaries and
churches could serve as a link between theory and
practice. When seminaries work with local churches, it
develops the next generation of ministry leaders who
could be both theologically and practically effective.

| received a Doctor of Theology in June 2023 and
returned to Myanmar to serve again as a New
Testamentlecturerat PwoKayin Theological Seminary.
My experience at LTS has influenced my personal
development. It has developed and motivated me as
a faithful teacher in theology education in Myanmar.
Dear LTS, I am very grateful to youl!

Now | have a story to tell my people, and it is yours!
You grew me into the person | am today. You shone
your light upon me, and | have great memories. | will
reflect this light on my community and ministry for
the rest of my life. | am very proud to be one of the
alumni of LTS. There are many LTS alumni in Myanmar;
we all serve in God's ministry in our respective fields.

| hope more people will visit our country someday to
meet and share our experiences.
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The Journey of Cross and Resurrection

Layang Seng Ja | 2016 Doctor of Theology
Head of New Testament Department - Kachin Theological College and Seminary, Myanmar

am Layang Seng Ja, an alumni of LTS who
graduated with Doctor of Theology (NT) in
2016 under the supervision of Dr. Father Simon
Chow. Since then, | live and serve as a theological
educator at Kachin Theological College and
Seminary, the most Northern part of Myanmar.
While living and serving in a Buddhist
country full of pagodas - religious
symbols of peace - there is,
in fact, no peace, love,
or joy but only conflict
and disaster, my role as

theological educator is

quite challenging.

Due to the civil war caused
by the military, thousands of
Kachin villagers have fled from
their homes with most of them losing
children, parents, husbands, wives and all their
property. Some people have makeshift dwellings
in the jungle, while others have managed to find
a measure of safety in various local churches of
Myitkyina and other placesinside the Kachin State
and along the border with China. The situation has
remained the same until the present day. Since

the military coup, the armed forces have killed

1,120 people and arrested more than 10,000.
Of that number, 6,533 are still being detained.
The detained include elected leaders, youth,
protesters, politicians, and civil servant who
joined the civil disobedience program. Activists
and Kachin religious leaders who criticized the
military’ s actions and who preach and

teach the message of justice have
been charged and arrested

As such, the current situation of
the Kachin faith community is challenged
to partake in the message of Jesus’ cross,
suffering, and resurrection. We understand that
without undergoing the difficulty of the cross-like
situation in Myanmar there would be no glorious
future resurrection. Thus, we seek for God’ s
mercy and strength to overcome all the trails
that we have been assigned to undergo for his

Kingdom’ s sake.
